You could use your knowledge 
to become a lawyer or policymaker fighting for equal rights, a doctor 
who understands diverse patient needs, a teacher helping students find 
innovative solutions to the problems of the world around us, a gender 
doula supporting client’s empowerment, or even a leader in a company 
making sure everyone is treated fairly.

GWSS is all about understanding people better and working towards a 
world where everyone is respected and valued. You'll learn how to think 
critically about social issues and come up with creative solutions to 
problems. If you're interested in learning about different identities and 
want to help create positive change in the world, GWSS could be a great 

choice for you. It teaches important skills like empathy, critical thinking, 
and communication that can be useful in almost any career you choose.

This particular GWSS pathway offers a special concentration that 
focuses on STEM subjects, health equity, and embodied social justice. 
This means you'll learn about how gender feminism, sexuality, and social 
justice issues connect to science, technology, engineering, and math 
fields. You'll also study ways to make healthcare fairer for everyone and 
explore how social justice relates to our physical experiences and well-
being. This unique focus can prepare you for careers that combine social 
awareness with scientific and health-related fields.
